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HERE AND PriDe : GLOBAL RESPECT and LOCAL RESPECT are part of one and the same trend. It’s about a sense of place 
and pride, as many consumers want to feel cosmopolitan, but are also rooted in and proud of where they live. 

Basically, the more people can get their hands on the right info, at home and on the go, the more they date and network 
and socialize online, the more likely they are to eventually meet up with friends and strangers in the real world.  
Why? Because people actually enjoy interacting with other people. 

In 2009, bet on GET PHYSICAL, a vibrant mix of URBANY, LIVING THE LIVE, NOW and APP(LE), not to mention  
PLANNED SPONTANEITY*, that will see many novel applications in the next 12 months. 

As always, examples, from restaurants to concerts to travel to tennis matches to seminars to conventions to hooking up 
for a night,  speak louder than words: 

PLANNED SPONTANEITY : Acting on a whim is the new planning: making spontaneous decisions to go somewhere or do 
something is becoming the norm; often the only thing consumers are willing to plan is to… be spontaneous! 

San Francisco-based CitySense (citysense.com) is a smart phone app giving users a real-time ‘heat map’ of activity, 
showing where the busiest places in the site currently are. 

Bands in Town (bandsintown.com) is an online community helping users to discover more about live performances based 
on their listening preferences.

Next? Meeting up on the go, even when travelling. Dopplr (dopplr.com) lets travellers privately share their future travel 
plans with friends and colleagues. The service highlights converging plans, informing members by email, text message 
or Twitter that three people they know will be in Paris when they next visit. Dopplr also links with online calendars and 
other social networks and is accessible on mobile phones.
